· WHEREAS all New Brunswick children and families have a right to government-regulated, affordable and accessible quality child care services with adequately trained and remunerated workers;

· WHEREAS 86% of New Brunswick children aged 0-12 do not have access to regulated child care services; 

· WHEREAS in New Brunswick, in the majority of families, parents work outside the home;

· WHEREAS high quality child care services help children by ensuring that they are ready to learn, which increases their chances of success – both in school and in life.

· WHEREAS early learning and child care services are not funded as are other public services such as schools and libraries and the cost of child care is very expensive for families;

And taking into consideration: 

· the inconsistencies between the different regions of the province with regards to child care access;

· the inequalities brought on by the high costs of child care services for parents;

· the diversity caused by the lack of investment in early learning and child care services by the government of New Brunswick ($129 per child) in comparison with the national average ($500 per child); and

We, the undersigned, request a public child care system that provides high quality, universally accessible, non-profit and publicly funded and regulated child care services, with trained and adequately remunerated staff, for all New Brunswick children who want or need it.

We therefore ask you, Mr. Premier, to act immediately and enact legislation for a universal, non-profit, accessible and publicly funded child care system for communities across New Brunswick. We believe this system should meet standards that guarantee universally accessible, developmental, inclusive, publicly funded and accountable quality child care services.
