FOR THE SAKE OF CHILDREN, EMPLOYEES AND THE ECONOMY

New Brunswick families need better access to affordable quality child care services and not just for the sake of the children and parents - New Brunswick employers and the economy would also benefit and the province's self-sufficiency depends on it.  

Currently, 86% of New Brunswick children under age 12 do not have access to regulated child care services. Many parents cannot find, or afford, the quality care their children should have.  The lack of diversity and flexibility in existing child care limits the productivity of parents and of the economy. There are major gaps between regions in the province with regards to child care access.

Parents and employers cannot do more.  We call on the provincial government to invest in creating quality and in creating more spaces for children in child care.  We urge the provincial government in the upcoming Speech from the Throne to commit to increasing the quality and availability of child care services in the province.
